Stupid like a goose?
· Each bird flies with its own wings, but by flying in a V-formation the flock increases the efficiency by 71% compared to flying alone.

· Wisdom: 

People who work together with a feeling of solidarity will arrive sooner and easier at the goal since they help each other

· As soon as  falls out of the formation it will retake its position as soon as possible in order to benefit from the draft of the goose that in front of it.

· Wisdom: 

If we had as much wisdom as a goose we would join the one who strive in the same direction as we are heading.

· When the leader-goose gets tired it moves back in the formation and another goose takes its place in front.

· Wisdom: 

It pays off to share the burden of the tough job and to share leadership between ourselves.

· Geese in formation shouts from behind to egg on the one in front to keep up the tempo

· Wisdom: 

We have to make sure that our yelling from behind is encouraging and not the opposite.

· When a goose gets sick or injured and cannot continue, two other geese leave the formation to help and protect it.  They stay until the goose can fly again or until it dies.

· Wisdom: 

If we had the same amount of sense as geese we would also aid and support each other in the same way and develop as a group
